Judging will commence at 9.30am on the day of the show.

0. Exhibits to be brought to and from the Showgrounds by the exhibitor or their representative on
the day of the Show. The Society will not collect or deliver birds.

11. Under no circumstances are exhibitors or the public to communicate with or otherwise interfere

with the Judge during judging.
12. Birds will not be removed without permission of the Poultry Steward.
